consortium of local municipalities,

higher education institutions, and

industries, has been established to
promote both sustainable economic and
social growth. For high schools, the aims
of this consortium are to provide educa-
tional experiences which include efforts
to solve regional issues while incorporat-
ing exploratory learning methods. Na-
goya International Junior and Senior
High School has been awarded a “Glocal”
designation. It is the category in which
the goal is to research and take positive
action on worldwide social issues that

fall under the title Sustainable Develop-
ment Goals and their importance for
each regional environment. Potential
topics of focus are, local industry, tour-
ism, culture and traditions. Other areas
of study are healthcare and human
rights and their importance according to
the characteristics and needs of each
region.

As a designated school, a new initiative
has been set off to promote the develop-
ment and implementation of a high-qual-
ity curriculum and development system
within a two-year period starting in 2019

up to 2021 (tentative name). By develop-
ing an original NIHS curriculum which will
include traditional topics of learning en-
riched with progressive ideas on social
awareness, we aim to foster the growth
of local leaders who can support the
community from a global perspective. To
give students an education founded not
only on innovative concepts, but also an
education with practical application, we
plan to further student learning with ac-
tivities such as internships and overseas
training in collaboration with local muni-
cipalities and companies. E3
